General Rules: General rules for Pre-Ph.D. course work shall be as prescribed for all faculties and disciplines. Some are indicated as follows. 

Duration: It shall be of the duration of one semester (involving 60 working days).
No. of courses/papers: There shall be two courses/papers in the Pre-Ph.D. course work. In addition 
to the two course every student shall submit a seminar paper on a theme 
selected from the contents of the two papers.  
No. of lectures/hours: There shall be 60 hrs teaching in each course 
Evaluation: 
Paper setting and evaluation of both the papers shall be done by external examiners. 
How ever the term paper/seminar paper shall be evaluated by a board of examiners one internal and one external professor.

Minimum Marks: Each paper shall carry 100 marks. A candidate must secure at least 40% marks 

in each paper separately and 50 percent in aggregate of the two papers and the term/seminar paper/term paper taken together.

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C-: Seminar/Term Paper

Objective: This aims at cultivating the ability among the students to write a systematic 
select survey/review on a theme based on the study of course contents and to develop and demonstrate the skills in preparation of research proposal.

Padagogy: Student will survey literature on a theme analyzing its various dimensions from 
the recent literature, finding gaps in existing knowledge and effort should be made to make out a research problem (synopsis per se may be repaired).

This will be presented in the group and then a presentation will be made out for 

evaluation before the board of examiners.
