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During an examination, a candidate shall be under the disciplinary control of the
Superintendent of the Centre and he shall obey his instructions. In the event of a candidate
disobeying the instruction of the Superintendent or for insolent behaviour toward the
Superintendent or any of the Invigilators or misbehaviour towards any of the examinees, he may be
excluded from the day’s examination, and if he persists in misbehaviour, he may be excluded from
the rest of the examination by the superintendent of the Centre.

Provided that in all such cases a full report of each case shall be sent to the University and
the Executive Council may, according to the gravity of the offence, further punish a candidate by
cancelling his examination and/or debarring him from appearing at the examination of the
University for one or more semesters.
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03.Every Superintendent of a Centre and every Invigilator shall be deemed to be a public servant
within the meaning of section 21 of the Indian Penal Code during the course of an examination or
examinations conducted by the University and for a period of one month prior to the
commencement of and of [six months] immediately following such examination or examinations.
04. An assault on, or use of criminal force to a Superintendent of a Centre or an invigilator during
the period mentioned in section 3 shall be deemed to be an obstruction voluntarily caused to a
public servant in the discharge of his public functions, punishable under section 186 of the Indian
Penal Code, and shall, not with standing anything contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure,
1898, be a cognizable offence.
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
